Houston ranks No. 1 among U.S. cities thought to have the

’ most victims of human trafficking. The rank comes from new
numbers released on the total calls made to the National
Human Trafficking Resource Center tip line. The crime is so
underreported that FBI agents say calls to a national tip line
indicate the size and location of the problem.

Among states, Texas ranks second. Only California had more
calls in 2013, according to the FBI.

In Houston, TX,

How we make it happen

Using Laser technology, at both public and private
secured sites, we are removing tattoos, brands, burns
and scars forced upon the victims by their traffickers.

Through the process of removing these visible ties to
their abusers we are undoing the reprogramming and
emotionally setting them free.

Secure locations are essential to this effort and are only
possible through funding efforts from individuals like
you. We need your help to ensure the work does not stop
and every victim has the opportunity to regain control of
their life.
